What is Exchange?

1. You pay for 15 hours of U of A tuition and fees for the
semester

2. You get to be a “real” student and take classes at our
partner University for the semester

3. You bring back credits (as long as you earn a “C” or
better) but not GPA points



Exchange Application Process

Find the “apply now” button on the program brochure for each
exchange when it’s available.

Applications open online December 1 (Fall) & August 1 (Spring).
Applications must be complete by February 1 (Fall) & October 1

(Spring).

* Your Passport info
e Some Personal info
 Personal Statement
e Academic Recommendation (from ENGR prof)
o Official Transcript (S5, Silas Hunt Hall)



Funding Your Exchange

e Exchange is typically only $2,000-53,000 more than the $12,000 avg cost for a semester here at the
U of A.

e Use (most of ) your general U of A scholarships and financial aid for study abroad.

e Additional funding available for study abroad:
e U of A funding:(Honors College, College of ENGR, Office of Study Abroad grants)

e Federal funding: National Security Education Program, Gilman Scholarships

e Get creative: Kickstarter.com, GoFundMe.com, churches & civic organizations, garage sales,
bake sales....
